Post 16 Day

“Four new design solutions never before seen” was one of
the responses of the Area Manager for 14 to 19 education in
Craven schools. Also an employee of North Yorkshire
Business & Enterprise Partnership (NYBEP), Chris Mason
helped Mr Dyson judge the outcomes of the enterprise
challenge set to Year 11. The challenge was based on the
2012 Olympic Games to be hosted in London and other major
locations around the UK. Students had to design a suitable
training ground for athletes of different sports. Each Year 11
team were allocated a sport to work with and then set about
the research and design stage. Essential parameters to
include in their designs for their training camp and facilities
were sustainable power generation to run the camps, top
class training facilities for example those with swimming had
to include a 1% rate swimming pool, those with the sport of
running had to include a practice running track and so on.
Other parameters were viewing areas, catering facilities and
recreational areas. One of the most important criteria, and
one which faced the designers of venues for the real Olympic
Games, was legacy. The design should be able to be used
effectively by the community once the games are over.

This type of sustainability runs through all designs now
being planned for these games and other large scale public
and sports events.

An International dimension — SGHS
Teachers visit Moscow!

Miss Wallace, Ms Walter, Mr Waights and local primary
school teachers had the fantastic opportunity during
October half term to go to Moscow and visit several
Russian schools. They had the chance to talk with other
teachers, observe classes and teaching methods and of
course practise some of their Russian which Mrs Berry
taught them before they went.

For Miss Wallace - she enjoyed the language side of the
trip, speaking and reading Russian as well as observing
how Russian students learn English, French and German.
Russian is a Slavonic language and therefore very different
to French or German. One interesting way the Russian
students learn English is by learning the words to the
Beatles songs and singing them in class!

For Ms Walter — “trying to speak Russian was really
exciting — it felt very like code-breaking — trying to decipher
words in the Cyrillic alphabet. The elite Mathematics
school was absolutely fascinating. Mr Waights and | were
seriously challenged by the 13 year old geniuses we came
across there. The principal of the school recommended
tea and vodka as a model for INSET! | was also
interested to see how the National school leaving exam
was administered — a very different system to ours.
Practical Science is much less common in Russia and the
laboratories did feel very different to ours.”

For Mr Waights — “Enjoyed seeing so many different styles
of maths lessons at all levels. Some lessons were taught
through story telling and others using song. There was a
large focus on number skills to younger students before
also covering much geometry and algebra; we saw very
little data handling. It was interesting to compare Russian
students’ attainment with that of our own and how they
appeared to utlise fewer resources — there was little
reliance on calculators! To Russians mathematics appears
to be more highly regarded than in the UK with students
having to study the subject until they leave school for
university.”

So an interesting trip was had by all and we look forward to
making some links with the Russian schools. If you get the
chance to go to Russia, we certainly recommend that you
visit this remarkable country.

To get to the Tate Modern, we travelled across the Thames
by boat- it was a bit rocky, but much better than walking!
The first thing that interested me here, was a large
installation of an iron box- made to look like the
infrastructure of the gallery building itself (which used to be
an old power station). This was completely black inside and
you could walk into it - going carefully so as to not crash
into anyone or the sides! The Pop Life exhibition at the
Tate Modern focussed on the idea of artists using many
forms of popular culture in their works to create their own
'brand'. This was jam packed with works by artists from the
1980's such as Andy Warhol, Damien Hirst and Jeff Koons.

My
favourite work was by Japanese artist Takashi Murakami
featuring a video of Kirsten Dunst dressed up as a manga
princess- singing 'Turning Japanese' down the streets of
Tokyo!

Charity Benefits from Sponsored Walk

With the aim of raising money for the charity ‘Stop the
Traffick’, Mrs. Hill and Miss Greenwood took fifteen members
of the Student Executive to join eleven members of
Feversham College’s School Council. They were to complete
a five mile sponsored walk along the Leeds-Liverpool Canal
from Shipley to Crossflatts. The following are excerpts from
a report of the afternoon written at Feversham College.

“There was a great variety of experiences for the students
and teachers as they walked. They passed between the
imposing mill buildings which are part of the model village of
Saltaire - now a World Heritage Site. The famous United
Reform Church, built by Sir Titus Salt for his workers, looked
magnificent among the colours of autumn trees and leaves.

The canal was built to transport heavy goods to nearby towns
and ports in the west because the river was too difficult to
travel along. Locks had to be built as a way of taking the
narrow boats up and over the Pennine Hills. There is only one
lock at Hirst Wood but at Dowley Gap there are two locks
together to cope with the ‘rise’. The boats originally were
pulled by horses.

Further west near Crossflatts the famous World Heritage Site
of Bingley Five Rise Locks is like a staircase for boats with
five steps. There was time to explore all the mechanisms of
the locks and to think how they work. The walk had taken just
1% hours.

It started to rain so the group started to head for the buses at
Crossflatts but the plans were altered when a boatman
appeared, ready to take his narrow boat down the locks. He
explained that to travel down the five and three rise locks
would take two hours. This was the icing on the cake of an
already successful afternoon as his was the only boat along
the canal that week. The footbridge was pulled back and the
students helped to open the massive lock gates whilst
watching the boat get lower and lower in the lock until it
reached the level of the second step. Although there was only
time to see a boat going down one step, a first hand
demonstration of how locks work was far easier to
understand than a mere explanation

After all the excitement, the students from both schools had
to leave to catch their buses back at school. Tired, but feeling
very pleased with themselves, Feversham students returned
just in time. The friendly links between students and staff are
now well established and both schools are looking forward to
another joint event next term.

Trip brings slavery into focus for Year 8

History students swapped their usual weekend activities to
visit Liverpool’s Slavery Museum earlier this term.

The visit was part of the girls’ History work on slavery, a
subject that is also part of the school’'s citizenship
programme.

Covering all aspects of the transatlantic slave trade, the
museum also helped to give the students an insight into
Liverpool's strong links with slavery and the money it
provided the city.

“Year 8 have really enjoyed looking at the different aspects
of slavery this year,” says Learning Director for Humanities
Jonathan Kennedy. “It was really nice to see so many girls
keen to get involved with the trip in their own time.”
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
