Re: A-level Results Day Thursday 13th August 2020 

 

I am writing to provide information on the arrangements for A-Level results days this summer. 

 

A-Level results will be issued on Thursday 13th August. Students will be able to collect results 

from 8am in the school hall. We have had to make some amendments to ensure social 

distancing and the arrangements for collection of results are outlined below. 

  

We do recognise that due to the present situation some students may not be able, or want, 

to come into school to collect their results. We will therefore also be issuing results 

electronically to all Year 13 students at 9am on Thursday 13th August to their SGHS e-mail 

account. Please note we cannot send results to any other e-mail address due to data 

security. 

 

Arrangements for collecting results in person 

* Students will be able to collect results in person from 8am.  

* Due to the need to minimise the number of people in the school building only students 

will be able to go into the school hall to collect their results. 

* We will be controlling the flow of students into the hall to ensure we can maintain social 

distancing. 

* Once students have collected results, we would ask them not to congregate in the 

hall but use the outside spaces around school to meet parents/ friends. 

 

Support and advice for students 

Whilst not all Year 13 subject teachers will be able to attend results day due to the need to 

control the number of staff in school, the Sixth Form team, Careers Adviser and members of 

the Senior Leadership Team will be available on both results day and Friday 14th August to 

support students with any advice or guidance they need. On results day we will be prioritising 

support for those students who need assistance with higher education places. 

 

The staff will be able to offer support and answer queries either face to face, via phone call 

or via video conference in Teams. For students who do not wish to come into school but need 

support/ guidance please contact the main school number (01756 707600) and a time for a 

call with a member of the team will be arranged.
